5.Expand AISDC’s “Cleanup Ocean with Law” initiative to stop drug trafficking in maritime routes,

particularly involving seafarers.
6.Scale up anti-drug awareness campaigns in schools, colleges, and public offices across India.
7.Strengthen cross-border cooperation with UNODC, UNCLOS, INTERPOL, and Indian security

agencies.
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Dr. Navneet Kaur is an accomplished Indian social reformer and humanitarian leader, widely recognized
for her trailblazing contributions to women’s rights, public health, blood donation, MSME
entrepreneurship, and child protection. Based in Jammu & Kashmir, she has spent over two decades
working at the intersection of grassroots activism, legal empowerment, and policy-level transformation.
She currently serves as Vice Chairperson of the All India Sustainable Development Council (AISDC), a
UN-affiliated NGO working with over 30 global partners on sustainable development and anti-trafficking
action. Dr. Kaur has represented India at multiple United Nations platforms, including high-level
dialogues on human trafficking, gender justice, and indigenous rights.
Her legacy includes founding impactful organizations like NGO SUPPORT and the Creative Self-
Employed Entrepreneurs Cooperative, where AISDC has empowered thousands of rural women with
skills, livelihoods, and legal awareness. As a Ministry of MSME-certified Resource Person and POSH-
certified trainer, she regularly conducts sensitization and capacity-building programs across private and
public institutions, championing workplace safety and gender equity.
Dr. Kaur also leads major health campaigns, including voluntary blood donation drives, cancer
screening, and HPV vaccination for adolescent girls in underserved regions. Through her leadership
roles in the Indian Red Cross Society, Young Blood Association, and Indian Society of Blood Transfusion
& Immunohematology (J&K Chapter), she has pioneered patient care and emergency support systems
for children with thalassemia and cancer.
An unwavering advocate of human dignity and justice, Dr. Navneet Kaur continues to be a voice for the
voiceless—protecting women, children, and indigenous communities from exploitation while building
sustainable models for empowerment and change.

Dr. Vigil Kanethara is a distinguished Indian entrepreneur, technocrat, and global advocate for victims’ rights,
indigenous protection, and sustainable maritime development. As Chairman of the Board of Trustees of the
All India Sustainable Development Council (AISDC), his leadership is deeply rooted in personal resilience,
shaped by his own experience as a survivor of organized crime, drug mafia violence, and human trafficking-
linked harassment.
In 2019, Dr. Kanethara and his family were subjected to a series of targeted criminal attacks, including:

Criminal Trespassing & Threats (31 August 2019): His minor son was intimidated at their home in Kerala,
triggering long-term trauma.
Kidnapping in Bangalore (11 December 2019): Dr. Kanethara was abducted by associates of a drug-linked
network; the case is under review by the National Human Rights Commission  
Physical Assault at Navi Mumbai Office (19 August 2019): He and his team faced caste-based violence,
resulting in major economic loss, including the collapse of a €100 million investment deal and was filed
under the SC/ST Atrocities Act.

These life-altering experiences pushed Dr. Kanethara to dedicate his life to justice, rehabilitation, and
protection of victims of trafficking, drug crimes, and indigenous exploitation.
Pioneering Contributions
Despite personal setbacks, Dr. Kanethara led historic innovations in India’s maritime and defense sectors:

Designed India’s First Indigenous Cruise Ship
Developed the First Private Sector Tri-Command Mobile Base for early warning systems (defense
application)
Conceptualized and led the design of the iconic “Floating City – City at Sea” Project, after the collapse of
his initial global venture due to mafia disruption.
